Please submit your paper in (Word - .docx format) via EasyChair by Monday 22 June 2026 at the latest.

Saving a copy of your Full Paper 
The system will save a copy of your Abstract as a PDF, please also save a copy as word .docx format as the example below:

Structured abstract
All papers must be accompanied by a structured abstract. This can be the abstract previously submitted during the Call for Papers, revised if necessary (but keeping to the above deadline.) It must provide a comprehensive summary of the final paper submitted and include the following headings:

	1	Purpose
	2	Research Approach
	3	Findings and Originality

	4	Research Impact
	5	Practical Impact
	6	Keywords



Please keep the abstract to a maximum of one (1) page of A4.

Length of the paper
The length of full papers is restricted to 8 pages of A4. Papers submitted exceeding this length will be returned to the author(s) to make the appropriate modifications and must be resubmitted in time for the deadline of Monday 22 June 2026.
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Contents
The paper must begin with the title, followed by a blank line and then the authors’ names with affiliations(s) on the following lines. This should be followed by the main text. The main text should begin with a short introduction followed by a review of relevant literature, a description of the problem or challenge, the research work, results/analysis, discussion and conclusions. References should be included and placed after the conclusions.

Fonts
Please use Arial 14pt bold for the paper title and Arial 11pt for the text, tables and fixtures. All section heads are to be in Arial 11pt bold and underlined. Sub-headings ae to be in Arial 11pt bold. A blank line should appear at the end of each section.

Margins and Paper
Paper size is A4 with all margins set at 2.5cm (top, bottom, left and right.) Text, figures and tables should not appear outside these margins. Paragraphs should be fully justified.

Spaces and Paragraphs
Please do not use the tab key for paragraphs. Always use a line to separate paragraphs, headings, subheadings, tables and figures.

Figures and Tables
Figures and tables should be integrated into the text. Numbers and associated text should be in Arial 11pt centred and placed underneath the table or figure as show in the table below:
